A STORY of the FISHER BODY CRAFTSMAN'S GUILD May 25, 2011
As told by Lou Hanberg, longtime member of Mt. Hood Region

On July 22, 1908, Fred and Charles Fisher first used the name
FISHER BODY. Their 1922 emblem, "THE MARK OF CRAFTSMANSHIP,"
is a silhouette of the designs of two coaches used by Napoleon
Bonaparte, one at his coronation in 1804 and the other at his marriage
to Marie Louise in 1810.

The Fisher Body Craftsman's Guild an educational foundation
sponsored by Fisher Body Division of General Motors Corporation was
organized September 1930, at Detroit, Michigan. The membership
was divided into a junior class, for 12 to 15 year-old boys, inclusive, and a senior class, for 16 to 19 year-olds,
without any charge or dues of any kind. A miniature scale model, of the Napoleonic Coach, was chosen by the
Craftsman's Guild, and it to be 18 1/2 inches overall without the reach. The Craftsman's Guild supplied
complete instructions for building this coach, including working drawings to scale, full-color plates, and many
helpful suggestions.

Later in the nineteen thirties a model car was added to the Guild competition. This project the boy
designed and built a model car, embodying his own ideas of what is best in style, lines and color. Type of car
was to be a four-door sedan with a wheel base of 10 inches. Maximum overhang front, 2 1/16 inches, rear 3
1/2 inches, tire size, 2 3/16 inches in diameter. Model may be of wood, metal, or other suitable material,
that will stand the handling required. Indicate doors and other such details with scored lines. Paint on the
model according to his ideas. He needs to concern himself only with the outer appearance of the car and not
at all with matters of mechanism or interior styling. Six cash awards for the coach in each State junior and
senior $125, $75, S50, and three honorable mentions. Two regional awards one junior and one senior, a trip,
with all expenses paid, to the Guild convention; and two grand national awards of university scholarships
valued at $3,000 and $5,000. For the car competition, junior and senior, cash awards in each State of $100,
S50, $25, and honorable mentions, then two regional awards to the Guild convention; and two grand national
awards of $2,000 and $4,000.

Nine Regions established within the continental limits of the United States: No. 1- Maine, Vermont,
New Hampshire, Massachusetts, Connecticut, Rhode Island; 2- New York, Pennsylvania, New Jersey; 3- West
Virginia, Maryland Delaware, District of Columbia; 4- Kentucky, Tennessee, North Carolina, South Carolina,
Mississippi, Alabama, Georgia, Florida; 5- Michigan, Wisconsin, lllinois, Indiana, Ohio; 6- North Dakota,
South Dakota, Nebraska, Kansas, Minnesota, lowa, Missouri; 7- Oklahoma, Arkansas, Louisiana, Texas; 8-
Washington, Oregon, Montana, Idaho, Wyoming; and 9- California, Nevada, Utah, Colorado, Arizona, New
Mexico.

For the years of 1946 and 1947 Craftsman's Guild conventions, of four days, were held at Detroit,
during the third week of August. Highlight of the opening day was a banquet at which the national scholarship
winners in the model car and coach competitions were announced.

For 1946 two model cars entered in the junior division were so nearly equal in merit that the Judges
decided to declare a tie. Thirteen-year-old Virgil M. Exner, Jr., of South Bend, Ind., and co-winner, Robert J.
Hartlieb, Jr., 15, of Uniontown, Penn., each won $4,000 scholarships.

Background: A July 22, 1960 head-count showed at least 47 Guildsmen being employed by GM Styling with an
average age of 30 years. By 1985, 25 former Guildsman would still be working at GM Design Staff, and today,
only a few remain at the GM Design Center.

In 1968 all of this came to an end in the U.S. when the corporate Executives at West Grand Boulevard
concluded that benefits of the Guild did not exceed the costs. Because the number of new GM customers, or
the number of cars sold or the amount of "good will" couldn't be measured or quantified, the benefits side of
the equation could never be determined. Perhaps because it was co-educational and formulated for the first
phase of women's liberation, the Opel Modellbauer Gilde continued to flourish until 1979. This is consistent
with education institutions which over the years shifted to co-education in order to survive.

As a tribute to the legacy of the Fisher Body Craftsman's Guild, Automobile Quarterly magazine
sponsored three Car Styling Contests (rendering/drawing contests), at various times in the late 80's and early
90's, for aspiring student and adult auto designers with the results being judged by leading industry design
executives. In inaugurating their design competition, in which there were hundred of entries, Automobile
Quarterly magazine stated the following:
